What questions will I be asked in clinic:
Medication Administration:

· What is the classification of the drug?
· What is the action of the drug and how does it work?
· Why is your patient getting this drug?- you have to understand why, what is going on with your patient that he/she would need and benefit from this medication. Is this medication related to the patients admitting diagnosis or is it something they take at home for another reason…..could this cause the problem my patient is having? Could it prevent it?
· Is the dose appropriate for this patient? (this is where you apply the labs ex. Renal to the medication for safe dosing)
· Are there any particular adverse reactions or common side effects you need to monitor with this patient? (i.e. BP when should you recheck? DM meds when do they peak?  Etc)
· You must be prepared for this but it is not necessary to memorize the whole page in your drug book, drug cards etc. know how to use your resources.
Patient Care Questions:
· Tell me about your client?  This means that your instructor wants a report about your client and their condition. (such as what is the medical diagnosis, what is the plan of care you are going to do for this patient- these are your interventions. Are they scheduled for any tests or procedures, why are they still in the hospital-what is preventing discharge today?)
· What is your plan today when caring for this client? (what are you going to do for this patient and why?)

· What did you assessment show you to be the top 2 patient needs for this patient today (in other words, what are the patient priorities?)

FYI- do your assessment and vital signs early enough in the shift so you can answer my questions. You are responsible for KNOWING YOUR PATIENTS AND THEIR NEEDS.
